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Politicians.  Are there votes in it?
Infrastructure Australia and involved construction companies want profit and are not interested in maximising return of the Public Purse
Time, resources and R&D expended on preparing a thorough Conforming Cost-Benefit Analysis will save the Public Purse up to threefold. Rushing into excavation and construction has proven exceedingly uneconomic on too many major rail infrastructure projects in Sydney and Melbourne over the last 10 years or so.
A Conforming Cost-Benefit Analysis must fully calculate all tangible and intangible costs and benefits for at least one alternative solution to the favoured new infrastructure project.
