Proposal for $1,000 sponsorship to “Muggaccinos” cycle club with definitive benefits to:

· Segafredo-Zanetti; and 

· a popular café that sells your coffee
Synopsis

I cycle a push bike long distances up big hills nearly every Sunday with a diehard cycle club, “Muggaccinos”, generally north of Sydney.  We often call in at The Pie in the Sky café, Cowan, and enjoy Segafredo immensely.  

Our cycle club, Muggaccinos, wishes to place an order for 50 cycle jerseys (approx $75 each) and as it is a popular Nosh Stop, we want to feature a sketch of 
The Pie in the Sky on a colourful cycle jersey.  I have briefly discussed this with Nita Wilson - proprietor of The Pie in the Sky.

Would Segafredo-Zanetti be prepared to consider a small sponsorship where worthwhile synergies would flow to Muggaccinos, The Pie in the Sky café and Segafredo-Zanetti.

Background to Muggaccinos and affinity for The Pie in the Sky
Our idiosyncratic website www.muggaccinos.com has been reviewed by –

(i) Sydney Morning Herald “Icon” section on Sat 9 Dec 2000; and 

(ii) Australian Cyclist Magazine in May 2000  - these reviews are available under hotlink “Press Clippings”.  

Our site scores a lot of “hits” as cycle enthusiasts read, inter alia, the weekly issue of the colourful/risque Bullsheet that –

(a) lists upcoming hilly, cycle rides – 75km to 220km a Sunday; and 

(b) sends-up (takes the mickey out of) participants on the previous w’ends ride.

Muggaccinos weekly rides are listed in the rides programme in Australian Cyclist magazine.

Over the last two years Muggaccinos have evidenced The Pie in the Sky establish a cult following at w’ends, from both motor cyclists and push bike peddlers.  Nestled high on the hill overlooking the glistening blue Hawkesbury River, it is a pleasant spot to sip on fine coffee, particularly on Sundays when “the joint is often chockers.”
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Proposal

Would you be attracted to the following, whereby you paid Muggaccinos $1,000 for a two year sponsorship, but only after I provided all of the following marketing material to you?

(a) 3 @ new Muggaccinos cycle jerseys prominently featuring both The Pie in the Sky and Segafredo-Zanetti logo – 1 of these jerseys to be on display on a wall at The Pie in the Sky whilst the proprietor of The Pie in the Sky saw merit in displaying it.

(b) 2 @ large wall photos of say 20 Muggaccinos club cyclists standing in front of The Pie in the Sky resplendent in the new cycle jersey, with a few bikes, being presented with a cheque from Segafredo-Zanetti - 1 such photo to be on display at The Pie in the Sky, whilst the proprietor saw merit – and a caption of the presentation underneath.

Two year sponsorship arrangement

With a coffee/café jersey theme for a club with a coffee related name, we may soon be placing a 2nd order for jerseys due to the cult status it should imbue.  We would not be approaching you for an additional sponsorship (ie $1,000 is “all-up sponsorship” for two years whereupon you could naturally decline any further proposal.)  I have not approached any of your competitors re this proposal.

I would appreciate your ‘phone call to discuss, and if you were able to e-mail a jpg or gif file with your logo, I would –

(a) insert it on our web homepage for you to review; and 

(b) delete reference to the other major coffees from our home page.  If any of your company or friends are cyclists, we would welcome them cycling with Muggaccinos on a Sunday.
